Snow Shelters



What are they?
A structure made out of show,

used to protect oneself from the

environment (just like any tent,
cabin, or building)

Include: snow trenches, snow
caves, Igloos, guinzees

D




Advantages

Only snow is required to build

(a shovel or snowshoe is very useful)
Blocks wind

Much warmer than being outside
Don’t have to carry a tent




Disadvantages

Take time to build

Take lots of energy and effort
May collapse trapping inhabitants
Inhabitants can suffocate If ventilation is poor

Can be hard to build if you don’t know what
you’re doing




General Principles

_ocate your shelter in a safe place

deally, place the entrance away from the wind
Provide ventilation, but

Try to keep warm air inside

Think about moisture management
